ATP ANNOUNCES FOUR NEW EVENTS FOR 2020

LONDON: The ATP has announced the addition of four new ATP 250 events to the 2020 provisional
schedule, as tennis continues its return following suspension of the season due to the COVID-19
pandemic.

The updated schedule introduces two new back-to-back ATP 250 events in Cologne (Germany, Indoor
Hard) and new ATP 250 events in Sardinia (Italy, Clay), and Nur-Sultan (Kazakhstan, Indoor Hard) issued
as single-year licenses for 2020. The granting of licenses follows applications by tournament promoters
and host localities able to satisfy strict health & safety, international travel, and ATP event requirements.
